Attached you will find a copy of the prospectus for the recently announced entitlement issue 
to all shareholders. 
 
The entitlement is for one New Share for every existing share held by you at the record date.  
The issue price is one cent ($0.01) for every New Share. 
 
As you may realise from recent reports, the Company has had a rather turbulent recent few 
months.  Mr Laurie Findlay resigned from the Board in December and the Company has since 
relied on Mr Gerard Zytkow to step up into the chief executive role. 
 
Concurrently with this, the price of copper has dropped by 20%, transport and coke costs has 
risen significantly and the continuity of supplies for both ore and coke dried up. 
 
One of the major problems with the economics of the furnace operations in Democratic 
Republic of Congo (DRC) is that they rely heavily on some major fundamental factors.  
Continuity of supply of suitable raw copper at suitable prices, reliable supply of coke at 
economic price levels and reliable transport, again at economic prices, to the buyer’s 
destination are necessary ingredients to carry on an economic business.  The Board believes 
that with suitable crushing and concentrating equipment, access to a steady and continuous 
supply of ore and coke, efficient operations can continue to make profits at acceptable levels. 
 
Until the Board can get into a position to achieve those parameters, the operations in the DRC 
have been put on care and maintenance.  The Board have been conducting serious 
negotiations with a London based group with a view to enabling the DRC operations to be 
fully funded with suitable plant, a reliable source of ore and coke supply and suitable sales 
arrangements.  The group we are negotiating with have high calibre contacts in London and 
will be able to bring to the operations access to the London financial markets as well as 
mining engineering skills and personnel with widespread African experience.  The Board 
feels that these, combined with the assets and skills the Company has in DRC, will lead to a 
fulfilment of the Company’s objectives for the furnace business in DRC. 
 
As soon as the Company has completed negotiations, details will be announced to the market. 
 
The Board is also negotiating to dispose of its engineering business in South Africa as that is 
now superfluous to its business objectives. 
 



 
 

 
The main objectives of the Board are as follows: 
 

1. Stabilise and introduce new funds into the operations in the Democratic Republic 
of Congo whereby that business becomes properly financed and managed to 
ensure return to profits. 

2. Further the Company’s uranium project in Northern Territory. 

3. Seek further projects in the mineral exploration industry that are either in or near 
to production. 

4. Increase shareholder value by concentrating on the above objectives.

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6.12 Mineral Reserve, Resource and Production Estimates 

The Company’s reported mineral reserves and resources are only estimates. The 
Company cannot give any assurance that the estimated mineral reserves and 
resources will be recovered or that they will be recovered at the rates estimated. 
The failure of the Company to achieve its production estimates could have a 
material and adverse effect on any or all of its future cash flows, profitability, 
results of operations and financial condition. These production estimates are 
dependent on, among other things, the accuracy of mineral reserve and 
resource estimates, the accuracy of assumptions regarding ore grades and 
recovery rates, ground conditions (including hydrology), physical characteristics 
of ores, such as hardness, the presence or absence of particular metallurgical 
characteristics, and the accuracy of estimated rates and costs of mining, ore 
haulage and processing.  

Mineral reserve and resource estimates are based on limited sampling, and, 
consequently, are uncertain because the samples may not be representative. 
Mineral reserve and resource estimates may require revision (either up or down) 
based on actual production experience. Market fluctuations in the price of 
metals, as well as increased production costs or reduced recovery rates, may 
render certain mineral reserves and resources uneconomic and may ultimately 
result in a restatement of reserves and/or resources. Moreover, short-term 
operating factors relating to the mineral reserves and resources, such as the 
need for sequential development of ore bodies and the processing of new or 
different ore grades, may adversely affect the Company’s profitability in any 
particular accounting period. There is no assurance that mineral resources or 
mineral reserves can be economically mined. Mineral resources that are not 
mineral reserves do not have demonstrated economic viability. A mineral 
resource is not the equivalent of a commercially mineable ore body or a mineral 
reserve. 

The Company’s smelting projects are dependant on the quality of feedstock ore 
supplied. As demand for ore increases the quality of feedstock provided to the 
Company may be compromised.  The Company cannot give any assurance 
that the ore provided will be of a high quality and therefore the mineral reserves 
and resources that can be recovered shall be subject to fluctuation. 

6.13 Reliance on Key Personnel and Employees 

The Company’s prospects depend in part on the ability of its executive officers, 
senior management and key consultants to operate effectively, both 
independently and as a group. To manage its growth, the Company must 
attract and retain additional highly qualified management, technical, sales and 
marketing personnel and continue to implement and improve operational, 
financial and management information systems. Investors must be willing to rely 
to a significant extent on management’s discretion and judgement, as well as 
the expertise and competence of outside contractors. 

In addition, Western Australia is currently experiencing a shortage of skilled 
labour including those skills utilised in the mining industry.  The Company can 
therefore not guarantee that its mining and exploration activities will not be 
negatively affected by an inability to employee appropriately skilled staff. 

6.14 Potential Claim 

A previous director, Mr Laurie Findlay has sent a letter to the Company claiming 
outstanding fees and payments. The Company has requested substantiation of 
these fees and payments which have not yet been provided. The Company will 
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assess this claim upon receipt of this information but does not expect that the 
amount payable to Mr Findlay will be materially higher than that disclosed in the 
Company’s accounts for the period ended 31 December 2006, in fact they 
expect it to be lower. 

6.15 Share Price Volatility 

The market price of a publicly traded stock is affected by many variables not 
directly related to the success of the Company. In recent years, the securities 
markets have experienced a high level of price and volume volatility, and the 
market price of securities of many companies, particularly those considered to 
be development stage companies, has experienced wide fluctuations which 
have not necessarily been related to the operating performance, underlying 
asset values or prospects of such companies. There can be no assurance that 
such fluctuations will not affect the price of the Company’s securities.
